David Krut Projects

David Krut has collaborated with artists and print workshops in various parts
of the world, and in 1992 published the first of many editions with William
Kentridge. In 2002 he established an intaglio print workshop in Johannesburg,
which has since collaborated with over fifty artists. / Deborah Bell is a frequent
collaborator at David Krut Print Workshop where she has produced over fifty
editions. Bell received her degrees from the University of the Witwatersrand
and has lectured at various tertiary institutions, including Wits and UNISA. /
Canadian-born Jillian Ross has a BAFA from the University of Saskatchewan
She joined David Krut Print Workshop (DKW) in 2003 and became Workshop
manager in 2004. / Stephen Hobbs graduated from Wits University with a BAFA
(Hons) and was curator of the Market Theatre Galleries from 1994 to 2000. He
has exhibited in South Africa, Europe and the USA and will have an exhibition at
David Krut Projects in August 2010.

Graham Louis Britz/ Graham’s Fine Art Gallery

Graham Louis Britz has been involved in fine arts for 21 years, starting out as an
auctioneer after graduating as a teacher. His dedication to 20th century South
African art inspired him to become a full-time dealer in the year 2000, and to go
on to establish Graham’s Fine Art Gallery in 2001, specialising in only the finest
South African works.

Elisabeth Lalouschek / October Gallery

Elisabeth Lalouschek, born in Vienna, is the Artistic Director of October Gallery,
London. She holds an MA in Fine Arts from the Royal College of Art. She joined
October Gallery in 1987 and has been instrumental in promoting and furthering
the careers of a range of outstanding artists from Africa including El Anatsui and
Romuald Hazoumé.

Kim Berman / Artist Proof Studio

Kim Berman is the Executive Director of Artist Proof Studio (APS), a community-
based Printmaking Centre in Newtown, and an Associate Professor in Visual Art
at the University of Johannesburg. She received her BFA from the University
of the Witwatersrand in 1981 and her MFA from the School of the Museum of
Fine Arts/Tufts University in 1989. She has recently completed her PhD at the
University of the Witwatersrand

Taryn Cohn / Artspace Mentorship Programme

After completing a BA Fine Art (Hons) from the University of Stellenbosch, Taryn
went on to obtain a Master of Philosophy in Cultural Development. Since 2002
she has worked in various capacities within the sphere of arts management
and cultural marketing. Her past projects and clients include The Sasol Wax
Art Award, The Brett Kebble Art Award, and being the marketing manager of
Constitution Hill, among others. She joined consultancy Art Source in 2006 and
has been a marketing and project management consultant to Artspace Gallery
since its relaunch in March 2008.

Joseph Gaylard / Vansa

Joseph Gaylard is a member of the Joubert Park Project, a small artists
collective based at the Drill Hall in the inner city of Johannesburg, which is in
the process of dissolving itself. He served as a lead consultant to the Human
Sciences Research Council, which was contracted by the Department of Arts
and Culture to undertake the industry research referenced in this talk. He serves
as Acting Chairperson of the Visual Arts Network of South Africa and is a board
member of the Arts and Culture Trust.

Simon Njami / Revue Noire

Simon Njami is the co-founder of Revue Noire, a visiting professor, writer (his
last publication was a biography of Leopold Sedar Senghor) and publisher.
He has curated numerous exhibitions including As you like it (the first curated
show at the Joburg Art Fair), Africa Remix, Afican Pavillion in Venice, US at the
Johannesburg Art Gallery and Iziko SANG.

Jane Taylor / Goodman Gallery

Jane Taylor has worked closely with Kentridge for two decades. She collaborated
as scriptwriter on his theatre productions Ubu and the Truth Commission and
The Confessions of Zeno, has curated several of his exhibitions, and has been
a commentator on much of his work. In January she opened the major Kentridge
retrospective at the Tokyo Museum of Modern Art, and gave a series of lectures
on The Nose at the UCT Summer School in Cape Town.

Arja Miller / KIASMA, Museum of Contemporary Art, Finland
Arja Miller is the Chief Curator of KIASMA, Museum of Contemporary Art in
Helsinki, Finland. During the past year she has worked on Kiasma’s ARS 11
exhibition, to be opened in April 2011. ARS is the largest contemporary art event
in Scandinavia, organised every five years. This time it will focus on today’s
Africa. Through art, ARS 11 will bring good news from the diverse continent
and its creative and dynamic forces. It will give the floor to the artists and their
personal narratives.

Tomaso Galli

Tomaso Galli has been working in communications since 1984. After honing his
interest in corporate reputation management at Ketchum PR in Milan and
London, Galli joined the Gucci Group in 1999, where he was Director of
Corporate Communications until 2004. That period at Gucci saw a takeover
attempt by LVMH that was overcome by a consolidation phase in which Galli
helped manage the acquisition process of brands such as Yves Saint Laurent,
Sergio Rossi, Alexander McQueen, Balenciaga and Bottega Veneta.

Siemon Allen / gordonschachatcollection

For the past eight years Siemon Allen has been exploring the image of South
Africa through a series of collection projects. Operating from what is essentially
an external vantage point, he systematically accumulates mass-produced
printed material, which he then ultimately catalogues and displays.

Trevyn McGowan / Source

Source, headed by Trevyn and Julian McGowan, are the leading agents,
promoters and exporters of South African design internationally. Theirs is a
multi-disciplinary practice that assists in all aspects of the product selection and
design development and has helped curate many exhibitions of South

Gary Searle / St Leger & Viney

Gary Searle was born and educated in the Eastern Cape. In 1989 he was
the executive founder of St Leger & Viney, a company set up to design and
distribute fine furnishing fabrics and wallpapers to the decorative industry in
South Africa. The company has a worldwide reputation for design excellence
and has become an important supplier to the South African market. Gary Searle
works with the most important textile designers around the world and has a
passion for the industry.

Martli Jansen van Rensburg / Grolsch

Since graduating from Tshwane University of Technology, South Africa, in
2000, Martli has dedicated three focused years to training and practicing as an
apprentice and designer in England, Germany, and Scotland. In 2004 she
studied glass design at Kalmar University in Sweden and is currently busy with
her Masters Degree in Fine Arts

Willem Boshoff / Pirelli

Willem Boshoff is a renowned teacher of art and although he has been a full-
time practicing artist, exhibiting in South Africa and internationally since 1996,
he still retains strong ties with many academic institutions. One of his qualifica-
tions include an Honorary Doctorate from the University of Johannesburg.

Mary Sibande / Gallery MOMO

Mary Sibande, born in 1982, lives and works in Johannesburg. She obtained a
B-Tech degree in Fine Arts at the University of Johannesburg in 2007. In
Sibande’s practice as an artist, she employs the human form as a vehicle
through painting and sculpture, not only to explore the construction of identity
in a postcolonial South African context, but she also attempts to critique stereo-
typical depictions of women, particularly black women in our society.

Mary Wafer / Brodie/Stevenson
Born in Durban in 1975. Mary Wafer graduated with a Masters in Fine Art from
the University of the Witwatersrand in 2007. She lives and works in Johannesburg.

Penny Siopis / Michael Stevenson

Penny Siopis was born in 1953 and lives in Johannesburg, where she is
Professor in Fine Arts at the University of the Witwatersrand. She has an MFA
from Rhodes University, Grahamstown, and a postgraduate qualification in
painting from Portsmouth Polytechnic, Portsmouth, England. She has exhibited
widely, both in South Africa and internationally.

Garth Walker and Gavin Rooke / Rooke Gallery

Since 1995 Garth Walker has published his experimental studio magazine
ijusi to world-wide acclaim. Serving as a creative platform for artists, designers,
illustrators, photographers and writers to create in total freedom, this magazine
now serves as a curatorial treasure chest of visual art and high design in a free
and democratic South Africa.

Cedric Nunn / Bailey Seippel

Cedric Nunn has been photographing professionally since 1983. He joined the
photographic association and agency Afrapix from its inception in 1982 and was
a member until it closed in 1990. He continues to work independently for various
clients as well as pursuing personal projects and business opportunities

Terry Kurgan / GALLERY AOP

Terry Kurgan is an artist who lives and works in Johannesburg. She majored in
etching and lithography for both her undergraduate and Masters degrees, and in
the mid 1980s, she worked for a protracted time at the famous Robert Blackburn
printing Studio in New York. Her work is represented in most major public and
corporate South African collections and many articles about her work have
appeared in art publications.

Dr Ralf-P. Seippel / Seippel Gallery

Dr Ralf-P. Seippel studied Art History, Archaeology, Pre- and Early History
and Philosophy at Ruhr-University-Bochum.
